Behavioral Emergency Report


To prevent emergency interventions from being used in lieu of planned, systematic behavioral interventions, the parents and residential care provider, if appropriate, shall be notified within one school day whenever an emergency intervention is used or serious property damage occurs.  

(Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 3052)
1. California education code defines an emergency as: “...unpredictable, spontaneous behavior which poses clear and present danger of physical harm to student or others, or serious property damage, and which cannot be immediately prevented by a response less restrictive than the temporary application of a technique used to contain the behavior.”  Behavioral emergency is further defined as:  “serious behavior which has not previously been observed and for which a behavioral intervention plan has not been developed or for which a previously designed plan is not effective.”
2. A Behavioral Incident can be defined as the occurrence of a behavior which is unusual or out of the ordinary for a particular child.  Injury may or may not occur.

3. A Behavioral Emergency report must be completed every time an emergency occurs and an emergency intervention is used.

4. A Behavioral Emergency report must be completed every time an emergency occurs and injury occurs (even if an emergency intervention is not used).

5. A Behavioral Incident Report should be completed when a student exhibits behavior that is out of the ordinary for him and is potentially dangerous, may require personal safety techniques.

A Behavioral Emergency Report shall immediately be completed and maintained in the individual’s file.  This report shall contain the following:

1. The name and age of the student.
2. The setting and location of the incident.

3. The name of staff and other persons involved.

4. A description of the incident and the emergency intervention used.

5. Whether the individual is currently engaged in any systematic Behavioral Intervention Plan.

6. Details of any injuries sustained by the individual or others, including staff, as a result of the incident.

ALL Behavioral Emergency Reports shall immediately be forwarded to and reviewed by a designated responsible administrator.

If a Behavioral Emergency Report is written on a student who does NOT have a behavioral intervention plan, the designated responsible administrator shall schedule an IEP meeting within 2 days.  The purpose of the IEP meeting will be to:

1. Review the Behavioral Emergency Report.
2. Determine necessity for an FAA.
3. Determine necessity for an interim behavioral intervention plan.

If the IEP team determines that an FAA and/or interim behavioral plan is not necessary, the IEP team shall document on the IEP the reasons for not conducting the FAA and/or developing an interim behavior plan. (Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 3052)

If the “Behavioral Emergency Report” is written on a student who has a behavioral intervention plan, the IEP team shall review the incident and determine whether the student’s plan needs to be modified. (Code of Regulations, Title 5, Section 3052)

Behavioral Emergency Report data shall be collected by the SELPA.  The SELPA will report the number of Behavioral Emergency Reports annually to the California Department of Education and the Advisory Commission on Special Education.
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
