The Superintendent or designee shall maintain procedures which provide for the verification of all entrance requirements specified in law and Board policy.

Students who verify graduation from the eighth grade shall be admitted to high schools maintained by the district in accord with policy and regulations on attendance areas.

(cf. 5117 - Interdistrict Attendance)

A student who furnishes satisfactory evidence of his/her fitness for high school work, is capable of profiting from the instruction and is approved for admission by the Educational Services office, may attend the high school in his/her attendance area.

Students who apply for initial admission to the district's schools by transfer from nonpublic schools or from schools outside the district will be placed at the grade they would have reached elsewhere pending observation and evaluation by classroom teachers, guidance personnel and the school principal.  After such observations and evaluations have been completed, the principal will determine the final grade placement.

Legal Status

Children residing within the district shall not be denied admission on the basis of citizenship or legal resident status.

Nonimmigrant students who meet legal requirements may be authorized to attend school in the district as provided in administrative regulation.

Adult nonimmigrant students shall be charged a fee to cover but not exceed the full cost of instruction.

Students Expelled from Other Districts

Students who have been expelled from other districts may be enrolled without a hearing or an interdistrict attendance agreement unless the hearing or agreement are required by law (Education Code 48915.1) and board policy.

For the purpose of this regulation, a "nonimmigrant student" is defined as an alien having a residence in a foreign country which he/she has no intention of abandoning, who is legally admitted to the United States as a nonimmigrant student or visitor, and who seeks to pursue a course of study in the public schools of this district.

1.  Nonimmigrant students who have a reasonable proficiency in reading, speaking and understanding English may be admitted to certain classes as special students to audit classes in order to improve English proficiency.  These students may be reclassified as regular students, or dropped, depending upon progress made.

2.  Nonimmigrant students who have severe problems in reading, speaking and understanding English may be admitted to certain classes as special students to audit classes in order to improve English proficiency.  These students may be reclassified as regular students, or dropped, depending upon progress made.

3.  All nonimmigrant students enrolled (either as regular or audit students) shall be reported to the Assistant Superintendent-Educational Services at the beginning of each school year and upon initial enrollment during the year on forms provided.

4.  Application for student visa (Immigrant and Naturalization Service, Form I-20) shall be approved in the district office.

5.  Each adult alien who is issued or for whom the district completes a Certificate of Eligibility for Nonimmigrant (F-1) Student Status - For Academic and Language Students, Form I-20AB, for the purpose of enrolling in a class in English and Citizenship for foreigners shall be charged a fee to cover but not to exceed the full cost of instruction.

a.  The fee shall be adopted at a regular meeting of the Board of Trustees at least 90 days prior to the commencement of the classes for which the fee is charged.

b.  The fee per hour of instruction shall be determined by dividing the prior year's total expenditures by the prior year's allowable ADA multiplied by 525 (hrs/ADA).

c.  Attendance of F-1 visa students enrolled in a class in English and Citizenship for foreigners shall not be included for apportionment purposes.

6.  If the student is under 18 years old the student must live with a parent/guardian, relative, legal guardian or a sponsor over 18 years old who resides within the district and who has sufficient documentation to consent to the district's conditions of enrollment, including consent to medical treatment in cases of emergency.
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
