


 (The first thing we need is an official transcript.  The student's representative can obtain an official transcript from: www.docufide.com (affiliated with parchment.com).  Diplomas can be requested from the Registrar at the school from which the student graduated.
(The student's representative must bring the official transcript to the Assistant Superintendent of Educational Services to obtain a notarized statement of his official capacity to attach to the transcript (normally a 24 hour turnaround).  We will call you as soon as the notarized document is ready for pickup.  
(The student's representative must take the above documents to the Register-Recorder/County Clerk's Los Angeles office (fee of approximately $26).
