IMPLEMENTATION OF EDUCATION CODE 48432.5

VOLUNTARY/INVOLUNTARY TRANSFERS

MANDATORY PLACEMENT

A decision to do mandatory placement of a student either involuntarily or voluntarily shall be based on a finding that the student meets the following condition:  (Education Code 48432.5) 

· The student committed an act enumerated in Education Code 48900, and all other means fail to bring about student improvement.

· A student may be involuntarily or voluntarily transferred the first time he/she commits an act enumerated in Education Code 48900 if the Principal determines that the student’s presence causes danger to persons or property or threatens to disrupt the instructional process.  (Education Code 48432.5)

· The student will be placed for one complete semester. If the infraction occurs after the 1st or 3rd quarters the placement would extend to the next complete semester.

Process/Procedures for students 16 years or older
1. Principal shall meet with the parent just as they would for an expulsion. 

2. If it is determined that the student should be removed from the campus but not through the expulsion process, the Principal would call the alternative site secretary to schedule an orientation meeting at the alternative school (see back of document A). You must allow 24 hours for the paperwork to be processed by Student Services when setting up the orientation meeting.
3. Have the parent and student sign the alternative placement application, appointment form (document A) and the contract (document B). Hard copy remains at the site.
4. Notify SS of the pending placement and fax over the CIR form, alternative placement application, contract, transcript, discipline printout, and IEP (RSP and SDC only) if appropriate.

5. Student Services will process the application and fax to the appropriate site. The student’s file should be sent directly to the alternative school from the referring school.

6. The receiving school becomes responsible for the student at the time of the scheduled orientation meeting. If the student is a no show the CAW assigned to the alternative site is responsible for track the student.
7. Remind parents both verbally and in writing that failure to appear at the scheduled orientation meeting will result in the student being considered as a truant.

8. If a decision is made to place the student in Independent Study, the site still needs to notify Student Services. (Send a copy of the signed alternative placement form, the CIR form that reflects the disposition, and the contract (document B) to SS We use this for tracking purposes.

9. With this process there will no longer be a requirement to meet with someone from Student Services for placement or returns. The site is responsible for meeting with the student, parent and alternative site personnel to determine if the student has met the terms of the mandatory placement and is eligible to return to the campus. Returns can only occur at the semester.
10. Fill out the Mandatory Placement clearance form C and fax to Student Services. The hard copy should go in the students cum.
11. If it is determined that the student should remain at the alternative site for an additional semester the bottom portion of form C must be filled out and faxed to Student Services.

12. Application must be processed through SS with the Assistant Sup. signature authorizing the move. 
13. The same timelines used for the expulsion documentation would apply.

14. Voluntary/Involuntary placement will result in one full semester.  If the offense occurs after the first or third quarter, the student’s placement will extend to the next complete semester. This does differ from an expulsion.
Process/Procedures for students under 16 years 
1. Principal shall meet with the parent just as they would for an expulsion. 

2. If it is determined that the student should be removed from the main campus but not through the expulsion process, the Principal would have the option of placing the student in their site opportunity program OMP or in IS if the parent request that option.

3. Have the parent and student sign the alternative placement application, and the contract (document B). 
4. Fax the CIR, alternative placement application, and the contract to Student Services.
5. Student Services will track all placements.
6. The site will meet with the parent and student at the end of the placement to determine if the student is allowed to re enter the main campus. 

7. When meeting with student and parent to determine if the student has fulfilled the contract refer to items 10 and 11 on page 1. 
Involuntary Placement

If the parent wants to contest the mandatory placement please follow the following guidelines: 

· Complete items 1-4  for students over 16 or items 1 & 2 
· Inform parents that you will forward the case to SS for a review.   

· Notify Student Services of the parent’s refusal of MP
· Student Services will contact the parent as soon as possible. 

· If the placement is upheld items 6-12 for over 16 and items 3-7 for student under the age of 16 must be completed by the site with the exception of the alternative placement form and the appointment time for orientation. Student Services will fill out these forms for the alternative placement for student over 16 otherwise the parent and student will be referred back to the site for placement.
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
