The following is a suggested timeline to teach a standards-based course in United States History.  The foundation reflects the administration of the California Assessment Test (CAT) test in mid to late April. Consequently, there is an allotment of 30 - 32 weeks to cover the 11 major standards.  The time for each standard is flexible, but try to maintain the overall timing for each quarter. Teachers can utilize the fourth quarter of the school year for enrichment activities such a debates, historical movie criticisms, web quests, and various areas of history that are a particular interest to a teachers such a woman’s history, the development of weaponry, impact of computers on society, and future history. [These are merely suggestions.  Nevertheless, teachers can use their imagination and plan a very enjoyable fourth quarter.]
