PTTP INFORMATION
The Antelope Valley Union High School District has a grant program through the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing to assist district paraprofessionals and instructional aides in completing requirements for a bachelor degree in Liberal Studies and Special Education Teaching Credential. This program is offered through a partnership with Antelope Valley College and California State University, Bakersfield, with all classes held in the Antelope Valley. Expenses for tuition, fees, and instructional materials will be covered up to $3,500.00 per school year. Candidates who participate in the program are required to teach for the Antelope Valley Union High School District for one year for each year of funded participation.
Candidates who wish to be considered for the PTTP (Paraprofessional Teacher Training Program) must have completed 2 full school years of employment as a paraprofessional or instructional aide with the AVUHSD. Candidates must also complete the Application to Participate and be prepared to attend classes for the upcoming semester/quarter. Applications are available on the AVDOCS website. All completed  applications must be  submitted with all supporting documents to Laura Apuan at the district office.
