Information and Guidance

Volunteer cosmetologists help patients enhance their appearance during cancer treatment.  They demonstrate how women can use make-up, wigs and other accessories to help elevate their self-image, confidence and sense of control.

“Man to Man”

Visitation program provided by trained prostate cancer survivors to help prostate cancer patients cope with the emotional and physical demands of treatment and recovery.

“Reach to Recovery”

Visitation program provided by trained breast cancer survivors to help provide support and information for people facing a possible diagnosis of breast cancer, and for those who have been recently diagnosed.

Transportation Assistance: 

“Road to Recovery”

We offer a mileage reimbursement program in order to help patients cover the cost of transportation to and from cancer-related medical appointments.

Lodging Program

Based on eligibility and availability, our office is able to organize free lodging in the downtown Los Angeles area for patients undergoing treatment in this vicinity.  Advanced notice is required.

Legal Assistance
