STATE IMPOSED MIDYEAR REDUCTION TO DISTRICT REVENUE
This information is provided as additional detail to the announcement provided by Dr. Vierra earlier today.
On Tuesday, December 13, 2011 the State Department of Finance published its revised State revenue estimates for 2011-12.  In response, Governor Brown exercised his ability to implement the automatic “triggers” included in the budget for this year.  As a result, the revenue to the District will be decreased by approximately $2 million dollars.  Specifically, this includes a reduction of $1.7 million to transportation, and $300K to the base revenue limit. (A reduction of $13 per student)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Applying this information to the contract agreements reached earlier this year between the District, AVTA, and CSEA no furlough days will be necessary.  However, non-furlough day reductions will be implemented.  This includes the reduction of stipends to 50% of their regular value, suspension of laundry allowance, and attendance incentive pay for the 2011-12 school year. Classified will be reimbursed for the day of pay withheld in November.
Although everyone was hoping for no reductions to the funding that schools receive, the ability to fund a full school year is great news; not only for faculty and staff, but most importantly for the students that we serve.
