Article 29

CONSULTATION RIGHT

29.0
The parties recognize and agree that under the Government Code the Association has the right to consult with the District on the definition of educational objectives, determination of the content of courses and curriculum, and the selection of textbooks to the extent such matters are within the discretion of the District under the law.  The District agrees to notify the Association and meet with the Association upon request on those consultation issues prior to making decisions on these issues.  Any consultative meetings pursuant to this Article shall be arranged at mutually convenient times and places.

Any grievance arising under this Article shall be limited in claim and remedy requested to the effect that the consulting obligations should be followed.
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
