TRANSFER INFORMATION:  Employees who wish to transfer to any school in the district are requested to submit a District Classified Transfer Request to the Personnel Services Office by the deadline date for application listed on this announcement.  Transfer requests for school locations other than the one announced will be considered in the event an opening is created at the desired school in the process of filling this announced vacancy.

CLASS DEFINITION:  Under supervision, to prepare a variety of surfaces for painting; to apply paint and other decorative and protective coatings by brush or spray gun; and to do other work as required.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES:  Mixes and matches paint; applies paint, varnish stains, waxes and enamels to building interiors and exteriors, furniture, cement and other materials; applies paint by hand or spray gun to a variety of surfaces; estimates time and materials needed; erects scaffolding and removes and/or covers objects of furnishings or other valuables to protect them from splattered paint; prepares surfaces for painting by scraping, burning, sanding or washing and by filling nail holes and cracks; posts "wet paint" signs and posters; cleans up brushes and other painting equipment after jobs; keeps a daily time schedule of work as required; assist in the maintenance at the school sites.

DESIRABLE QUALIFICATIONS:

Experience :At least five years experience in general painting and cabinet finishing.

Education: Completion of 12th grade or equivalent.

Knowledge of:
Methods of tools, equipment and materials used in painting; methods of rigging and scaffolding, preparing a 
wide variety of surfaces for painting, caring for brushes and painting equipment; general knowledge of paints, application, 
types and calculating of quantities for coverage.

Ability to: Mix paints to match existing colors reasonably; work cooperatively with others.  Reach with arms extended, lift at 
least 60 lbs, bend, squat, stoop, and stand for long periods of time.

PHYSICAL ABILITIES:  Visual ability to read handwritten or typed documents, instructions, the display screen of various equipment and machines, and blueprints and schematics.  Able to conduct verbal conversation.  Able to hear normal range verbal conversation (approximately 60 decibels).  Able to sit, stand, stoop, kneel, bend, and walk.  Able to climb slopes, stairs, steps and ladders.  Able to push and/or pull a variety of tools and equipment weighing up to 40 pounds.  Able to lift up to 40 pounds frequently, and 60 pounds occasionally.  Able to carry up to 40 pounds frequently, and 60 pounds occasionally.  Able to sustain strenuous manual labor for 8 hours with 3 breaks.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for shoulder external rotation and internal rotation. Able to exhibit full range of motion for shoulder extension and flexion.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for back lateral flexion. Able to use respirators, for personal protection, up to:
2 hours per day, strenuous physical effort, 
3 hours per day, moderate physical effort, 6 hours per day, light physical effort. Able to work at various elevated heights on ladders, scaffolding, rigging and roofs in a safe and effective manner.  Able to work in restricted spaces in a safe and effective manner. Able to work with chemical agents in a safe and effective manner without allergic reaction.  Able to demonstrate manual dexterity necessary to perform fine maintenance procedures and operate both manual and power hand tools in a safe and effective manner.  Able to operate a variety of powered industrial vehicles and equipment, and tools associated with painting and glazing trades in a safe and effective manner.  Able to operate a variety of maintenance motor vehicles in a safe and effective manner.
