POSITION: AIR CONDITIONING AND HEATING MECHANIC SPECIALIST
CLASS DEFINITION:

Performs repairs and maintains the heating, air conditioning and ventilation units within the district in a timely manner.  Responsible for the operation, repair, and maintenance at the District’s central plant systems.  Works with and oversees the work of private contractors, with limited supervision.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES:
Performs the following skilled tasks:  inspect, install, maintain and repair heating, ventilation, air conditioning, refrigeration equipment, hydronic piping, and control and energy management systems in indoor and outdoor environments; may be exposed to medium to high voltage wiring.  Performs troubleshooting duties to find sources of malfunctions on equipment such as boilers, pumps, compressors, motors, transformers, condensers, chillers, cooling towers, domestic water heaters, heat exchangers, centrifugal separators and other HVAC equipment, and makes appropriate repairs or replacements; performs routine safety checks and preventative maintenance on all HVAC devices and equipment; maintains and repairs boilers; calibrates electrical and pneumatic control systems; performs pipe fitting work related to the installation or replacement of HVAC, hydronic and refrigeration systems; works from blueprints and diagrams; makes material and time estimates;  responds to emergency calls, as necessary; attends continuing education classes as requested; Performs other duties as assigned.  

DESIRABLE QUALIFICATIONS:
Experience:

At least five years of experience and sufficient training in boilers and other types of heating and cooling equipment to demonstrate the knowledge and abilities listed above.

Education:

Completion of 12th grade or equivalent. Certificate in HVAC System Repair desired.
Knowledge of:

Standard practices of the trade, the materials, tools and procedures used; detailed knowledge of the equipment encountered in the district; health and safety regulations; oral and written communication skills; technical aspects of field of specialty; interpersonal skills using tact, patience and courtesy.

Ability to:

To lift, push, carry and move heavy objects and equipment up to 60 pounds; bend, squat, stoop or stand for long periods of time; be able to distinguish between color coded wires; withstand loud noises; set priorities; schedule and assign work; read and understand blueprints, specifications and work orders; work independently with little direction; understand and follow oral and written directions; maintain simple records; compute labor and materials costs; use the tools of the trade skillfully and safely; coordinate with and if necessary supervise the work of others.




Train other employees.

PHYSICAL ABILITIES:
Visual ability to read handwritten or typed documents, instructions, the display screen of various equipment and machines, and blueprints and schematics.  Able to conduct verbal conversation.  Able to hear normal range verbal conversation (approximately 60 decibels).  Able to sit, stand, stoop, kneel, bend, and walk.  Able to climb slopes, stairs, steps and ladders.  Able to push and/or pull a variety of tools and equipment weighing up to 40 pounds.  Able to lift up to 40 pounds frequently, and 60 pounds occasionally.  Able to carry up to 40 pounds frequently, and 60 pounds occasionally.  Able to sustain strenuous manual labor for 8 hours with 3 breaks.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for shoulder external rotation and internal rotation.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for shoulder abduction and adduction.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for elbow flexion and extension.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for shoulder extension and flexion.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for back lateral flexion.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for hip flexion and extension.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for hip flexion and extension.  Able to exhibit full range of motion for knee flexion.  Able to use respirators, for personal protection, up to:


2 hours per day, strenuous physical effort


3 hours per day, moderate physical effort


6 hours per day, light physical effort

Able to work at various elevated heights on ladders, scaffolding, rigging and roofs in a safe and effective manner.  Able to work in restricted spaces in a safe and effective manner. Able to work with chemical agents in a safe and effective manner without allergic reaction.  Able to demonstrate manual dexterity necessary to perform fine maintenance procedures and operate both manual and power hand tools in a safe and effective manner.  Able to operate a variety of powered industrial vehicles and equipment, and tools associated with building repair, maintenance, preventative maintenance and construction in a safe and effective manner.  Able to operate a variety of maintenance motor vehicles in a safe and effective manner.

REQUIRED TO:

Hold and maintain a valid California Motor Vehicle Operator's License, proper insurance and a good driving record satisfactory to the District.  Pass a required physical examination.  Submit to fingerprint testing through the California Bureau of Justice and /or the Federal Bureau of Investigation.  HVAC license.
