June 16, 2004, Board Meeting:
The Board made a presentation to student member, Ms. Crystal Ludlow, in recognition of her service on the Board during the 2003-2004 school year.  Ms. Ludlow was a positive representative of the associated student bodies in the District.  The Board expressed appreciation for her service and wished her well as she pursues her college experience.

SAIT Chair, MaryEllen Bergh, presented a summary report of Antelope Valley High School's progress on the SAIT Corrective Actions.  The report was excellent with Antelope Valley High School achieving scores indicating “significant progress” or “benchmark achieved.”  Ms. Bergh and the Board recognized Ms. Karen Patterson, the AV Leadership Team, teachers, and students for their strong leadership, energy, and commitment in answering the mandates by the School Assistance and Intervention Team. Dr. Larry Freise reported on the proposed attendance boundary changes for the 2005-2006 school year.  The Board directed staff to provide as many opportunities as possible to allow the public access to the proposed attendance boundaries before the Board takes actions to approve.

Board member, Mr. Tom Pigott, expressed his appreciation to all staff that have provided orientation and welcome during his first year on the Board.  He has been impressed with the significant work being accomplished in the District.

Board member, Mr. Calvin Robinson, encouraged the District to focus on ethical behavior in keeping honest people honest and creating a culture that promotes high ethical standards.

The Board and Superintendent recognized Mr. Gary Roberts for his many contributions to the District through his leadership as President of AVTA. 

A public hearing was held during which Ms. Lisa Oates, Principal of Littlerock High School, presented her school's academic progress report.
