Board Highlights is a communiqué from the AVUHSD Board of Trustees to the employees of the AVUHSD.

Presentations:

ICC Representative Britney Lewis from AVHS spoke briefly about the recent PINCO Foods Show that she had the opportunity to attend.  She particularly liked having a say in what types of foods are being served at the campuses.

Reports:

Deputy Superintendent Jeff Foster made some comments regarding Governor Brown’s recent budget proposals and how they could affect the District for the 2011-2012 school year.  The Governor’s proposed State Budget for 2011-2012 focuses on closing a $25 billion Budget gap and, at the same time, sparing      K-12 education funding from further Budget cuts, acknowledging that school funding has been “disproportionately” reduced since 2008.  However, the Governor’s proposed spending plan hinges on a continuation of the temporary sales tax and vehicle license fees, which will require vote approval.  The Governor proposes to call a special election in June 2011.  A work-study session will be scheduled in the near future regarding the specific details of the Governor’s plan.

From CSEA:
Jesse Weeks spoke to the Board as a clerical technology representative.  She specifically spoke in support of maintaining the upgrades for District Office employees working in the Education Services Division.

From AVTA:
AVTA President Gene Smith thanked the Board for the proclamation in support of School Counselors Week.  He went on and commended all District employees for continuing to work more, often times with less, as the budget circumstances continue to affect everyone.

From the Board/Superintendent:

Board Member Donita Winn commented on the impressive ceremony at KHS that retired the basketball jersey of Paul George, who graduated from KHS and now plays for the NBA Indiana Pacers.  Mrs. Winn also attended the LnHS Eagle Robotics kickoff for this school year.  She was particularly impressed with the number of Robotics alumni who returned to support the current team.

Board Clerk Barbara Willibrand expressed how she hopes that the Board will rely heavily on the Cabinet’s recommendations when considering the multitude of budgetary challenges that face us.

Board Member Lee D’Errico wanted to recognize the many students, from many local high schools, who participated in the Martin Luther King Day of Service.  He said it was amazing to see the great service they provided to the community.
