Board Highlights is a communiqué from the AVUHSD Board of Trustees to the employees of the AVUHSD.

The Board participated in a work study session starting at 4:00.  Board Members heard presentations on the following:

· Professional Development:  Training, Conferences, Mtgs.

· Saturday Athletic Contests:  An overview of holding athletic contests on Saturdays.

· Second Interim Budget Report:  The second interim report shows how our budget is tracking through January, or half of the school year.  The first interim report gives this same information for the period ending in October.

As of the second interim report the revised budgetary reduction target has changed from $17,622,760 in October to $15,714,349 as of the end of January, which is movement in the right direction.  However, this still represents a huge challenge to overcome for the 2011-12 school year.  This number assumes that the tax extensions proposed by Governor Brown do not opt on the ballot in June 2011.
Presentations:
Antelope Valley High School ICC Members Jazmine Goines, Anthony Barros and Dario Muniz provided information to the Board regarding the success of a pep rally in support of the recently administered CAHSEE.

Additional information was provided regarding student participation in the recent community forum and DSL meetings held at AVHS in preparation for the School Improvement Grant Application due in early April.

From CSEA:

CSEA Chapter President Clyde Merrick spoke regarding the on-going budget concerns and reviewed the contributions/concessions CSEA members have made over the past couple of years. 

From AVTA:

AVTA President Gene Smith spoke regarding AVTA’s intent to “sunshine” Article 3 covering salary and benefits for the next negotiations cycle.  He also spoke on the challenges AV may face at it works to implement the “Turn Around” model for the 2011-12 school year, if they do in fact get the School Improvement Grant.

From the Board/Superintendent:

Board Clerk Barbara Willibrand has been attending the budget meetings held at each of the school sites over the past few weeks and was impressed with the participation and commitment of faculty and staff as we tackle the issues.

Superintendent David Vierra congratulated Dr. Herman and Highland High School for their recent WASC mid-year review which resulted in no recommendations coming from the visiting committee.
