From AVTA:

AVTA Lead Negotiator Dan Shy delineated AVTA’s view of the skip process currently being used for this year’s reduction in force process, specifically as it pertains to teachers at EHS and LHS.

From the Board/Superintendent:

Board Clerk Barbara Willibrand expressed that she felt the budget reduction proposal reflected the input and spirit of inclusion by stakeholders.

Board Member Donita Winn shared information from the Antelope Valley School Board Association meeting that she recently attended.

Ms. Winn also mentioned Waste Management’s desire to help establish recycling programs at each of our school sites.

Board President James Lott wants to make sure that people who address the Board with concerns receive some follow-up contact from the District.

The Board also took action to formally approve the School Improvement Grant Application utilizing the “Turn-around” Model at Antelope Valley High School.  The application now goes to Sacramento to begin the evaluation phase; we hope to know if it will be funded in the next four to six weeks.

Finally, in a follow-up to the Budget Reduction Proposal information provided last Thursday following the Board meeting, attached you will find three documents, one for each year starting in 2008 to the present school year.  These documents illustrate the multitude of spending cuts that have taken place over the past three years which add up to approximately $41 million.
